1.0 Call to Order

Meeting called to order at 7:10 p.m. – chaired by Cathy Devenny

Cathy informs Board that Cara MacMillan is resigning from the Board but will continue the administration of the special projects including the Nepean Minor Hockey Wall of Fame program.

3.0 Reports
a) Ice – Allan Marcille
- 
Still picking up extra ice at Ottawa University and Carleton University. 

- 
Trying to fill in the gaps where ice is needed (ie. Craft Sale at Sportsplex in November means SP3 is not available).  

-
Should receive the competitive game schedules back from ODWA by September 22, 2006 and house league game schedule back from MOGHL by September 25, 2006.  

- 
Will need to update black out dates for teams.

- 
Still waiting for ice contact information for all the teams.  

- 
Training on the new ice management system will be held on September 23rd for the competitive teams.  There will be 3-4 people per session and it will last approximately 1 hour.  

- 
60 hours of Ottawa University ice will be used for power skating program.  

b) Equipment – Alex Kincaid
- 
Jerseys and socks have been handed out to most of the competitive teams.  

-
Additional jerseys are not ready yet.  They are 3 ½ weeks late. 

-
Goalie equipment – budget was $4,000.00 but $5,600.00 was spent.  Will pay for all the equipment and then if some is not needed will return to Play It Again Sports.

Trainer Kits – will buy 8 more kits @ $59.95 per kit.  

- 
This year will start to use new company that for a $10-$12 fee will restock the trainer kits at the end of the year.  

- 
Will rent out the trainer kits for $75.00 and teams will get back $60.00 at end of year.  $15.00 will be restocking fee.  

- 
Gadar supplied the tryout jerseys and the socks. They want us to recommend them as a preferred supplied.  Board decided that we would do this.  

- 
Have decided to standardized track suits and name tags by putting an example of each on the website.  Will send out an RFQ to suppliers for prices on these that we will recommend. Teams do not have to go to these suppliers only a suggestion.

Date for giving out equipment to house league teams has not been determined yet.  

- 
The waiver for renting goalie equipment has not been completed.  

c) Registration – Mary Lou Zywicki

Every division is full.

- 
3 fundamental aged players on waiting list.  Currently have 60 skaters so will let these 3 girls into program. Steve Wolf feels he can have a maximum 64 skaters so have room for one more girl.  

- 
3 midget aged players on waiting list.  Will send some of the midget players to Kanata who needs players. Discussed having 16 players per midget team but decided that these Midget aged players are more dedicated and not fair to them when they all show up.  Will revisit this after the sort outs.  

- 
13 skaters per bantam team.  May pickup some players from Kanata or Ottawa.  

- 
Having a laptop computer at competitive tryouts and house league sortouts would be useful.  Association will not buy one as many volunteers have their own.

d) Program – Gordon Powers 

- 
Number of bantam players were fluctuating and decreasing.  Had meetings with coaches about this issue.  

- 
Tryouts went smoothly. No line ups. Had more accurate date.  215 registered online.  95% showed up.  Fewer than 10 players registered at the door and paid the higher fee.

Atom C – everybody who tryout made the team.  Did out reach to first year Atom players to explain the competitive system in hopes of attracting more players.

In the future will better explain to novice house league players the mechanics of the competitive program.

Discussed having a Peewee C team and will revisit this next year.  Would prefer to not have such a large spread between top and bottom within a level.  (ie. AA – C)

The secretary will be a non-voting member.  Have written a selection criterion that is generic enough that people will not be excluded.
