1.0 Call to Order
- 
Meeting called to order at 7:09 p.m. – chaired by Cathy Devenny

2.0 Other – Ottawa Senators Hockey Country Jersey Wall
- 
Cathy received a phone call from the Ottawa Senators asking the NGHA if we would donate a Wildcats jersey that would be displayed along the concourse on the Hockey Country Jersey Wall at ScotiaBank Place.  The Wildcat jersey would be displayed with jerseys from other minor hockey associations from the area.

Along with the jersey, the Senators also asked if a player with a parent escort could go to ScotiaBank Place on Thursday, October 11th at 5:00 pm for a photo op.  For this the parent and player would receive two free tickets to the Senators game for that evening.

Since the Peewee AA team was already participating in the Senators Rink of Dreams program on Thursday, it was decided that a player from that team would have their picture taken and someone from that team would receive the two free tickets.

Gilles was to arrange with Alex to pick up a black jersey that would be donated.

4.0 Reports

a) Registration – Mary Lou Zywicki 
- 
All the competitive team paperwork is completed.  House league paperwork is almost done.  

-
The $220 team fee that is payable to NGHA are starting to come in from the House League teams.  
-
There are fees outstanding - registration fee and fee payable to NGHA.  The issue is being addressed by Mary Lou.  
b) Ice – Gilles Bourgeois
- 
All the games are in the system, rescheduling of games is being done.
-
For competitive teams, game schedules are available on http://www.odwha.goalline.ca/.  This replaces LeagueGM.  

-
At this time there are discrepancies between NGHA schedules and Goal Line schedules.  Goal Line is asking that all associations review the schedules to ensure that ice times are accurate. 

-
October practice schedule is available.
-
With most house league games being scheduled on weekends it is hard to fit in practices before games or in between games.

-
November practice schedule should be available by end of next weekend.

-
Gilles to tell Vicki which house league teams haven’t accessed the ice management system so she can contact the managers.

-
Gilles to get more parking passes for Carleton University and Ottawa University so all competitive teams and house leagues teams will have them.

-
Parking passes to go to Chantal Mallette so she can give them out to the timekeepers.

Next week Gilles to work on the team ice invoices.
c) Program 
(i)
Competitive – Pat Walsh  

-
Tryouts went well, took three weeks, lots of evaluators, coaches were diligent, on-line registration system worked well.
-
Made more than expected from the tryouts – profit approx. - $2,000. 

-
More players tried out than expected.  240 players signed up. All but 12 came to the tryouts.  

-
All teams took 15 skaters – Atom A and Atom C have only one goalie, all other teams took two goalies each.

-
Will look at having three Peewee teams for next year. Would need the Peewee B team this year to be reclassified as BB.  

-
Had 62 players try out for Peewee – 34 chosen.



-
Had 46 players try out for Atom – 32 chosen.

-
Midget AA, Bantam AA and Peewee AA – gave players letters for 1st release as too many players for coach to talk to individually.  
(ii)
House League – Vicki Marcille  

· Novice division has been Tiered into two levels – Red and Black. 

· Had scrimmages between Nepean teams to make sure the breakdown of Red (two teams) and Black (three teams) was correct.

· MOGHL also put on exhibition games to help with tiering for all the Associations – Nepean, Kanata, Ottawa and Gloucester.  

· Red Tier – Nepean (2 teams), Gloucester (1 team), Kanata (1 team) and Ottawa (1 team).  

· Black Tier – Nepean (3 teams), Gloucester (2 team), Kanata (4 teams) and Ottawa (1 team).  

-
Novice Red teams are not allowed to enter in the Cornwall house league tournament as the Tournament Coordinator feels the teams are “Select” teams and not house league teams.  
-
Sort out for remaining levels is finished and teams are formed.  

-
Some Midget aged players left the Association – 3 spots still available.  
(iii)
Other Program Items – Gordon Powers 

· Goalie Clinics will be done by Greg Scott and Barry Madigan.  Listed on the ice schedule at Clinics.  ½ sheet of ice will be used by a team and the other ½ will be used for the goalie clinic.  Will have up to 6 goalies on the ice at a time.  
· All goalie will get 2 to 3 sessions between now and Christmas.  Goalies will see the same instructors each time.  

· Need to finalize how the scheduling will be communicated to the goalies.

· Peak Performance will be doing the Powerskating Sessions – the pricing and frequency will be the same as last year.  


· Players will be asked to arrive early so the instructors can do some off ice instruction before and thus not waste a lot of ice time standing around and talking.  

· In late October will start with “Train the Coach” sessions – mandatory for coaches.  Will have some off ice training and then 1 ½ on ice.

· Powerskating sessions will begin early part of November.  
· Gord to send Joanne an email for when he wants Hall F booked for the “Train the Coach” sessions.  

· Have asked Peak Performance to do a “Shooting Skills” clinic.  The clinic would consist of one hour of off ice shooting on the indoor soccer field at Sensplex and then one hour of on ice shooting training.  The clinic would be offered to Atom to Midget aged players. There would be a charge for the clinic. Registration would be first come first served.  Mary Lou to look at using the on-line registration system.  
d) Hockey Tournament – Cathy Devenny on behalf of Kelly Ford
-
Competitive - 6 divisions are full: Atom C, Bantam AA, Bantam BB, Midget B, Midget A, Midget AA.

-
All but Atom C and Bantam BB have a waiting list
-
Each division will have 6 teams, except for Midget A.  It has been expanded to 8 teams.  The Sensplex looking for more ice to expand other divisions; however, this is not likely due to the addition of the Midget A division.

-
Registration will be closed on Nov 15/07 – teams from a lower category ie:  Atom BB applying to the Atom A division have been told they are on a waiting list and must wait until all other A teams have been accepted.  The closing date is required in order to accept or decline teams in these circumstances.

-
Atom A, C, Bantam AA, BB, B, Midget BB, B have not applied yet.  I sent out 2 reminders – one in August and one in September, after the teams were formed.

-
House League - Registrations are starting to come in.
-
We are accepting 10 Novice – 4 Tier I, 6 Tier II – 10 Atom, 8 Peewee, 6 Bantam and 8 Midget teams.  Once we know our final ice allotment we will look to expand those divisions that have a waiting list

-
A spot has been reserved for all NGHA teams; however, NGHA teams need to note that they are from the NGHA when applying.  No teams have applied to date.

-
Gilles was looking into the possibility of acquiring more ice on Sat, Feb 2/08.  Waiting to hear.

-
What to do about the Novice Tiers for teams outside of MOGHL?  Which tier should they be placed in? To be decided once teams have registered.  
-
1st tournament meeting Oct 24/07 @ 7:00 pm Lawn Bowling Pavillion.  I have heard from Bantam AA, Midget B and Midget A as to who their representative is.  Reminder to be sent out to the teams about this.  
-
Atom A will not be move to house league ice but will use any extra house league ice to expand the house league divisions.  
e) Nepean Minor Hockey Wall of Fame – Cathy Devenny

The Inaugural Induction Ceremony for the Nepean Minor Hockey Wall of Fame is on Sunday, October 21, 2007 at 12:00PM at the Walter Baker Sports Centre.

Our Nominee, Elizabeth Stein will be attending the ceremony.  Arrangements have been made due to her ill health.  

- Cathy leaves meeting at 8:45 pm. Gord Powers takes over chairing the meeting.

f) Equipment – Alex Kincaid

All teams have jerseys. 
-
Staff at Bell Arena asked if we would like the NGHA logo to be put in the centre of the ice for next year.  There is no cost to us for this.  Alex to provide them with the artwork.

Vicki asked Alex to purchase a full set of pinneys (100 total) for next year's HL sortouts.  Same style and size, same quantity and colour break down as we have.  Alex asked that Vicki remind him in the Spring so he can include it in his order and we can take advantage of the price break for ordering in bulk.

Alex shows the Board a CSA approved sticker of the Wildcats logo.  It can be purchased from Play It Again Sports for $0.65 per sticker.  

-
Motion was made by Alex Kincaid to purchase 1000 stickers at a cost of $700.00 which would then be issued to each team to be put on the player’s helmets.

Sponsorship signs from the Golf Tournament will be thrown out to allow more space in the NGHA equipment room.

Alex asked a question about insurance coverage for dryland.  Cathy had emailed Glen McCurdie the Senior Director, Insurance and Member Services for Hockey Canada last year about this issue.  She received an email back in January 2007. Below is his response:
“Based on the description of the activities listed below I believe your activities are fully sanctioned by the OHF/OWHA/Hockey Canada. This would mean they are fully insured as well. You don’t require a certificate to show this, certificates are only provided to 3rd parties who request proof of insurance not to our own members. I am by way of copy of this e-mail advising the OHF and OWHA of this communication. If their views differ from my own they can respond to all of us. To be perfectly clear, the sanctioning of this activity is a Branch responsibility, not that of Hockey Canada. If the OHF determines this does not meet their criteria these activities may not be sanctioned in the future at their discretion. They may also require some modification to the manner in which the dryland training is conducted. In the interim you can conduct the dryland training activities with the full benefits of insurance coverage”
