a) President – Phil Clarke
PWHL AGM UPDATE
· The meeting lasted about 2.5hours 

· 11 new team managers this year so extra time was spent on the game protocol and home team responsibilities
· They voted to increase team fees from $200 to $350 but will leave website @ $500. 

· All the information they handed out (which I have) will also be emailed to us in the next couple weeks.

· Pointstreak is the system we need to learn and will be provided with 2 licenses. They strongly encourage live reporting of game results.

· Rosters will be entered over the summer (by July). This is done by the web people with the PWHL.

· Online training for Pointstreak is available

· It sounds like the team should have a separate Pointstreak contract that is not the manager.

· The season begins Friday Sept 24 and finishes Sun Feb 13

· 3 league Blackouts (1) Oct 7 – 11 (2) Dec 24 – Jan 1 (3) Jan 25 – 27

· Games will be played during the U18 Worlds (Dec 30 to Jan 9)

· Friday June 18th – ice submission is due. Need to provide a min. of 28 home ice times

· July 15 – 1st draft of the schedule should be available

· Aug 10-15 – Schedule is finalized

· Refs must be paid in cash by the home team prior to the game  ($75-$60-$60)

· PWHL crests will be provided and must be attached on the front right shoulder/chest 
Game Day Protocol Items:

1.       “O Canada” must be played prior to the game

2.        Music during game (breaks) nice touch but not mandatory

3.       5 minute warm up – home team to supply pucks for visiting team

4.       Flood between 2nd and 3rd period

5.       Game is 15-15-20

6.       Refs to arrive 30 minutes prior to game start

7.       Refs come by the bench to confirm goals and assists following each goal

8.       Home teams to count shots on net for both sides

9.       Game sheets must be signed by all players

10.   Home team must print game sheets

11.   Clear and accurate game sheets from timekeeper is a must. The game sheet is very small

12.   The PWHL provides the teams with the proper paper to print out the game sheets

BURSARY:

· Reviewed all applications (17 received in total)

· 4 individuals evaluated the applications

· Score sheet was prepared which considered:
· Letter – 35%

· Coach Endorsement – 10%

· School Marks – 10%

· Community Hours – 35%

· Each category was marked out of 10 – weighting then applied as per above

· Average scores were calculated from all four evaluators and averaged out

· Scoring was fairly consistent across all four evaluators

· Decision was to grant 6-7 bursaries given the $4000 that had been designated by the Board; higher rated applicants received higher bursary amount

· Recipients will be notified by phone while those not chosen this year, will be notified by email.
