Ice Scheduler for NGHA Tournament
Once I have received the ice times and the teams registered I can create the schedule.

Here are a few rules passed on down through the years:
 

1. Novice and Atom aged games start no earlier than 7:00am and no later than 8:00pm. 

2. Bantam and Midget aged games can start as late as 11:00pm but this time slot should go unused if possible with 10:00pm being the latest used time slot. 

3. There must be a minimum of 2 hours rest between games for each team. 

4. Each team plays a minimum of 3 games. 

5. Depending on the division there may or may not be a semi-final (for example a 4 team division may just have a final). 

6. For uneven divisions (i.e. 7 teams, 10 teams) there may be crossover games between the different groupings and possibly a teams 3rd game might be a semi-final or play-in game to get to a semi-final. Also, some teams may get lucky and be guaranteed a 4th game just to satisfy the requirement that all teams get 3 games. 

7. FUNdamentals play at 12:00pm and 1:00pm at Walter Baker on the Saturday. 

8. The Opening Ceremonies are at 1:00pm on Saturday at Walter Baker between the FUNdamentals times. 

9. In the past there have been older girls in the tournament who have taken part in the opening ceremonies (singing the national anthem for example) so try to arrange for their games to be played at Walter Baker near the opening ceremonies time slot. 

10. Semi-final and Final games need 1.5 hour blocks of time in case of overtime. 
11. Try to use as much ice at Walter Baker, Nepean Sportsplex, Bell and Merivale as possible. 

12. Get rid of all the ice times at Tom Brown, Belltown Dome, Ottawa U, Carleton U and other arenas if possible. 

13. If using ice at Tom Brown, etc. use a block of time (i.e. a minimum of 3 consecutive hours) so that facilities coordinators and other volunteers will not have to staff an arena for only a short period of time. 

14. Try to eliminate any 6am or 7am or 11pm start times if possible
